Have him then pass it to
the next, and so on around the circle. Have the last Scout say
what he heard and see if it is correct! Continue with each line of
the Promise, perhaps starting with a different Scout each time.

Read out loud the paragraph at the top of page 40 and discuss.
Hand each Scout and Adult Partner a 3 ringed binder to slip their
cover paper into. Also give each a set of pre-punched blank
sheets of paper to add to the binder.
